All workshops will be held at the Shelby County Extension Office. Parents must arrange for
their child to be picked up by 5:00 p.m. at the Shelby County Extension Office.

After the February 6 meeting, 4-Hers without the proper supplies will not be allowed to attend the
workshop. If a 4-Her finishes the project, he/she should not attend any remaining sessions. This
allows optimal use of volunteer time and makes supervision of the students easier.
